Standard 6.8 - Safety Standards 

Safety instruction should be given prior to lab/shop work and be an integral part of the training program. A safety test should be included in the training program. Students and instructors should comply with personal and environmental safety practices associated with clothing; eye protection; hand tools; power equipment; proper ventilation; and the handling, storage, and disposal of chemicals/materials in accordance with local, state, and federal safety and environmental regulations.

6.8D. Rate the emphasis placed on complying with safety practices in the lab/shop area.
Students are given copies of the shop rules along with the school rules.

A test is given to each student to ensure that they understand and learn the safety rules for the program.

At each class or change of subject matter, the students are introduced to new safety requirements pertaining to the tools and equipment, which they will be working with in that class or unit.

Evaluation team members are invited to inspect the laboratory/shop for compliance with this standard.
